領主詠  
上主，求你記得你許給你僕人的諾言，它給我

帶來了希望。在我的憂苦中，你的諾言就是我的
安慰 。 

今日的比喻一開始介紹兩個主要
的角色，一位富翁和一個乞丐。經文
對於富翁的介紹非常簡單，沒有提
及名字和住處，只強調他享受著極
盡奢華的生活。相對而言，有關乞丐
的描述則詳盡的多，不但詳細說明
他的悲慘窘境：孤獨無助地躺在富
翁家門口，身體暴露在狗群和各種
危險之中；也指出乞丐的名字叫做
「拉匝祿」。  

故事非常精簡的描述拉匝祿的結
局：他死後被送到亞巴郎的懷抱
中，猶太傳統相信亞巴郎早已經和
天主生活在一起。比喻接著非常詳
細地按照猶太的思想方式敘述富翁
的死亡、埋葬，以及他在陰間的悲慘
境遇。二人生前和死後的情況剛好
對調：富翁生前在豪宅內日日宴飲
享樂，拉匝祿只能躺臥在豪宅門前，
忍受野狗的侵襲；然而二人死亡以
後，富翁卻只能在陰間（天堂外）忍
受折磨，痛苦地仰望在天堂內享福
的拉匝祿。 

在富翁和亞巴郎的第一段對話
中，自稱是「兒子」的富翁求亞巴郎，
派遣他所熟識的拉匝祿來減輕他的
痛苦。亞巴郎卻要他回憶自己和乞
丐過去的生活，並且告訴富翁現在
所轉換的情況是合理的。 

第二段對話具有一個雙重的結
構，富翁首先呼喊亞巴郎為「父
親」！並向亞巴郎祈求另外一個恩
典。這位富翁請求亞巴郎派遣拉匝
祿去「警告」自己的弟兄們，好使他
們能夠得救。   

亞巴郎回答富翁的話「活著的人
有梅瑟和先知的教導已經足夠」，也
同樣地反映初期教會的宣講方式。
富翁則辯駁說：由亡者中帶回來的
訊息超越先知的教導，可以促使人
「悔改」；亞巴郎卻回答說：聆聽
復活者和聆聽梅瑟與先知們其實是
緊密相關的，不聽從梅瑟和先知的
人，也不會聽從由死亡中復活的人。 

比喻的結尾所說的「縱使有人從
死者中復活了，也無法使人信服」，
使人想起若望福音十一章耶穌復活
拉匝祿的故事。根據若望所記載的
故事，拉匝祿的復活不但沒有讓猶
太宗教政治領導人物相信耶穌，反
而促使公議會做出殺死耶穌的決
議。 

對今日的讀者而言，主基督也藉
著這個故事警告我們錢財的危險。
但是福音並未通盤否定錢財的價
值，而是指出財富可能使人盲目，把
人引入絕對的自我中心，自己封閉
心門，無法對先知的教導以及復活
的喜訊開放，更看不見生活周遭需
要援助的弟兄姊妹。

本主日答唱詠選自聖詠第 146 篇。聖經學者認為本詩是

前篇聖詠 145 的續作，是一首讚美天主德能的歌。亦有

學者指出聖詠 146 至 150 篇，猶太人稱為「小讚美

集」，是猶太人早禱時詠唱的。本詩的歷史背景是巴比

倫充軍之後，重建耶路撒冷聖殿的時期（見厄上、厄

下）。全詩只有十節，起首歡呼「阿肋路亞」（即用希

伯來文歡呼：讚美天主！）。 
 

本篇作者似乎把其他聖經書卷的章節移植並改作，成為

現時可見的詩詞，見以下列表： 

 

全詩除了讚美天主的德能外，特別強調上主厚待卑微弱

小，祂是公義的。教會也因此給貧窮者、病弱者等優先

得到照顧。第 10 節的「熙雍」除了是天主特選的以色

列民族，也暗指新約由耶穌建立的聖教會。 

Communicating with non-Catholic friends 
 

Many of us, I’m sure, have friends who are not Catholic – 
friends who we’ve met through school, university, work, or so 
on. While friendship is a great thing that can stretch past 
religion, race and so on, there will undoubtedly be times when 
differences in faith manifest themselves, and in such times, 
you may find yourself at odds with something your friend 
believes in. At times like this, what can we do?  
 

Do we leave it alone, hoping the misunderstanding passes? Do 
we try and force out own beliefs upon them? Do we cut ties 
with them? 
 

While all of the above are potential solutions, I doubt anyone 
would be completely happy with any of them - and why is 
that? Because none of those solutions actually consider both 
sides. 
 

If you break it down, there are two things that come to mind. 
First, is our duty to evangelise and to spread our faith so that 
others may be brought to the light. And second, on the other 
side, is the dignity that is inherent to all human beings.  
 

As Christians and followers of Christ, it our duty to follow in 
his example. A huge part of this, and something that is 
apparent through the actions of his earliest followers, is our 
obligation to spread the word to those who have not yet found 
solace in Jesus, or those who do not believe. We acknowledge 
that a strong faith in Jesus and a willingness to follow his 
example are essential for salvation, and with this in mind, we 
are called to give others the opportunity to share in this 
salvation. So then, if we were to try and force our ideals upon 
another, wouldn’t that be considered carrying out our 
vocation? 
 

Well, not exactly. While it is important that we evangelise, 
every human being possesses dignity. This means that they all 
deserve to be treated with fairness, respect, and with an 
understanding that they are free to choose their own path. As 
part of this, to try and force one’s ideals on another would be 
to disregard this dignity – something that history has shown 
does not end well.  
 

So, what can we do? Make it a conversation. Listen to each 
other, discuss, tell them about your beliefs and your 
perspectives, and let them make the choice for themselves. 
Friendship is about respect, and eventually, as long as they 
have someone beside them, chances are they will find their 
own flame of faith.
